iii. Cleared all outstanding fee balances by 24" January, 2025.

2 That Government-Sponsored/KUCCPS Placed Students in Year I and Year 2
under the New University Funding Model (NFM) Must have:

i. Been fully registered and signed the Nominal Roll; and
ii.  Attended not less than 75% of the total contact hours for each
prescribed Course Unit.

Most KUCCPS Placed Students in Year I and Year 2 (under the NFM) have
already paid their household fees as indicated in their admission letters.
